Upon entering the hotel, guests are greeted in a spacious hospitality
lobby with pine wood floors and granite countertops. Other Lobby
features include a pallet of earth tone colors and a rough stone fireplace
with a hewn wood mantle. The Lobby contains a 37-seat sitting area and
Buffet area for complimentary breakfast and afternoon social use. Other
amenities in the hotel include three large, flexible meeting rooms for
banquets, conferences and weddings, a business center and a spacious
exercise room. All public areas open onto a richly landscaped courtyard
which features a kidney-shaped pool, gazebo, and pergola, all forming a
beautiful outdoor setting for social occasions.

The room mixture is 60% double-queen and 40% king, reflecting the
recreational character of the market.
