Barrow County Schools gave LPB the challenging task of adding
several additions to the existing Apalachee High School campus.
Radial plan schools are often difficult to add space to without creating
odd shaped rooms and functionality issues.

In the final design, we were able to add a practice gym, housing
basketball and volleyball courts, added band and choral rooms, core
additions to the media center, food services and dining area complete
with a proscenium arch stage. Also added was an infill classroom area
with 33 classrooms of which four are dedicated science classrooms. A
new counselor addition was also added which visually defines one end
of the campus.

Virtually every area of the existing campus was renovated or added to
during the project’s 14 1/2 month time of construction.

The existing design for the school's exterior was respected while
adding improvements such as the front ‘courtyard’ with it's brick
serpentine conversation bench, designed to help define building entry
points. One Owner concern was the existing white split face block
used at grade. This had presented a maintenance and visual issue.
By selecting a more appropriated building base color LPB was able to
better tie the building to its site visually and eliminate much of the
maintenance concerns for the Owner.
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
