Full advantage of day lighting possibilities has been taken in placement
of Brookwood Elementary School on its 25-acre site. This allows the
central clerestory corridor to be flooded with morning and afternoon
natural light.

Brookwood ES is the latest completed iteration of LPB’s one-story
prototype elementary school for Forsyth County. This design has been
constructed three times to date.

Each school is capable of housing 1125 students with 60 regular
classrooms for a total of 71 instructional units. All student queuing for
bus and parent traffic can be accomplished under cover of various
building canopies.

All high traffic areas have received low maintenance porcelain tile
flooring. Other building materials have been selected for their
durability, beauty and ease of maintenance.

Construction is steel frame with masonry infill and brick veneer. The
low slope roofs are modified bitumen with run off from gutters and
downspouts, piped to the storm system. Individual water source heat
pumps provide hot and cold air for each room. These mechanical
systems are housed in easily accessible closets, allowing the
maintenance staff to service equipment with a minimum of interruption
to the normal day to day educational process
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
