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Forsyth Central High School is an existing campus of six buildings, the 
earliest of which dates back to 1953.  The School Board challenged 
LPB to bring this facility up-to-date and to unify the buidlings 
aesthetically and functionally.  The work also included all new interior 
finishes, HVAC, lighting, power, cabinets, new windows for the exterior 
of all buildings, brick infill areas at all unnecessary windows, cafeteria 
renovation, new standing-seam metal roof and an outside canopy for 
the auditorium.  The control feature of the design was a new front 
entrance lobby with a projecting circular plan and clerestory windows.  
The attractive design serves as the focal point for the site.  The space 
leads to a student gathering area and to the administration area.  
 
The project succeeded in 
bringing this school up to current 
standards.  School system 
officials praised LPB for 
implementing a complicated 
construction schedule, with 
school activities continuing 
throughout the work.                                                                                                         
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
